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Your SNOMED CT practice checklist
Use this document to help your practice prepare as EMIS Web transitions to SNOMED CT. 
What do you need to know?

· When will my practice receive full SNOMED CT functionality?

SNOMED CT will be deployed in EMIS Web 9.1 as inactive. We will initially enable SNOMED CT for our pilot practices for 6 weeks of testing from end of April. Once we have received full rollout approval from NHS Digital, we will then progress with activating SNOMED CT across our English practices (scheduled from June to July), subject to the normal deployment processes.
· Will all our local practice resources such as searches, templates, concepts and protocols continue to work after our practice receives EMIS Web 9.1?

Yes. You do not need to re-create your local resources when your practice is activated for SNOMED CT in EMIS Web 9.1, as they will continue to work, using the Read code hierarchy. 

· Will we get all the SNOMED CT codes available to select from with EMIS Web 9.1?

No. Initially you will receive the SNOMED CT EMIS subset of clinical codes. This subset is made up of Read codes that map to an equivalent SNOMED CT code and EMIS codes (including those required to meet the national specifications for QOF and other extracts). 
· Will we be able to edit or copy our existing local resources that contain Read code hierarchies?

No. EMIS Web cannot support resources that use a mix of both Read hierarchies and SNOMED CT hierarchies. Therefore, any resource that supported a Read code hierarchy before EMIS Web 9.1 will be ‘locked’ into this Read code hierarchy after EMIS Web 9.1, and will be subject to editing and copying restrictions.
· What could my practice do in preparation for receiving full SNOMED CT functionality in EMIS Web 9.1? 
You can leave your local resources to run using Read code hierarchies from EMIS Web 9.1 onwards and they will continue to work. As and when you need to amend the clinical code hierarchies, you will need to re-create using SNOMED CT. Alternatively, to avoid having to re-create from scratch some of your priority resources, you can do some preparatory work from now up until your SNOMED CT functionality is activated in EMIS Web 9.1.

	Consider (where appropriate) creating a copy of a local complex search removing any Read code hierarchies. Use these copies, after EMIS Web 9.1, to re-add clinical codes using SNOMED CT

	Consider re-saving existing document templates that don’t contain clinical code mail merge fields. These document templates will then have a code system tag of N/A (instead of Read v2) with no edit or copy restrictions after SNOMED CT is enabled
